The BWRP was built in 1966 to meet the 
wastewater and sewer needs of the growing residential wastewater and sewer needs of the growing residential 
population and expanding commercial industries population and expanding commercial industries 
located in the City of Burbank. Originally built to treat located in the City of Burbank. Originally built to treat 
6 MGD, the City upgraded the BWRP to the current 9 6 MGD, the City upgraded the BWRP to the current 9 
MGD in 1971. The plant was upgraded in 2000 to MGD in 1971. The plant was upgraded in 2000 to 
ensure that its meets new stringent regulations raising ensure that its meets new stringent regulations raising 
the quality of the cleaned wastewater it discharges the quality of the cleaned wastewater it discharges 
after the treatment process.
